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Abstract

This research aims to study and develop the potentiality of inspection and development
the standard of agriculture products to compete-in- ASEAN. It is the qualitative research and
supported by quantitative analysis from the primary data of 8 groups of agriculturists attended
the project. Participatory action research, SWOT analysis and Michael E Porter’s diamond
model were used in this study. Descriptive statistics including 6 dimensions were also used to
evaluate the achievement of development in this study.

The study found that the strengths of these 9 groups of agriculturists = were that they
have capable members in production such as growing, caring and harvesting.. They however
lack power to negotiate “ with middle men. The opportunity was that they were supported both
knowledge and budgets from other organization. The threats were that they confronted high
competition of agricultural products in communities. As result, 5 items of guidelines were
created to inspect and develop the standard of agricultural products to compete in ASEAN. The
most importance was that the standard of agricultural products was generally accepted and could
be used both in quantity and quality. This standard may be the document which indicates the
requirements. Thus, agriculturist in Chiang Mai should develop the accreditation of the quality
of agricultural products so that customers ~ will be confident (34.62%). Agriculturists should
develop knowledge concerning ' agricultural products in order to develop the standard of
agricultural products and supported by other organizations (26.92%). Also, young smart farmers
should be promoted and do agriculturists because they are capable to extend the development of
agricultural products , to be accredited (15.38%). The last-one was that it should look for
guidelines to increase the production particularly how to use technology and new innovation as
well as modern agricultural instrument for production in order to decrease labor’s cost (7.69%).
The next phase should study the impact of ASEAN community to groups of agriculturists
regarding in inspection and development of agricultural prduct s of 207 communiits. It should
select communities with high potentiality as delegates to make plan to develop inspection and
agricultural products in Chiang Mai to compete in ASEAN. It should also integrate to work
with other communities to extend the research result and make plan for inspection and
development the standard of agricultural products with other communites in 9 countries of

ASEAN.
