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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study the comparative of Thai and Japanese primary cducation
curricula by configuration of both curricula, This research is Descriptive Research and
Documentary Analysis using content analysis of those. The data collection for this research were
the tables of seven aspects configuration analysis: 1) The aims of the curricula, 2) The goals of the
course levels, 3) The targets, 4) The contents, 5) The study time sfructures, 6) The learning
management, and 7) The measurement and the evaluation. The results are shown as the following:
1) The aspect of the aims of the curricula: Both curricula aims to develop students by covering
cognitive domain, affective domain and psychomotor domain. The curriculum of Thailand is
focused on students to be good citizen of the nation, to adhere the democracy and to royal to the
king as the head of state. While the curriculum of Japan is focused on students to follow the
fundamental provisions, school provisions and other laws. It is also focused on students to be good
citizens who respect to human dignity which is more clearly than the curriculum of Thailand; 2)
The aspect of the goal of course jevels: The curriculum of Thailand is divided into 2 levels. Those
are the third and the sixth grade ones. There are contents and guidelines of learning inserted in
every group of leamning contents, but the curriculum of Japan is set the goal of course levels

included in every year courses; 3) The aspect of the targets: Both curricula of Thailand and Japan




are set the targets for teachers using as the guidelines to run leamning activities for their students to
gain their 1earn'mé knowledge, and reaching the goal of the curriculum. But the goal one of
Thailand is set for year courses and let students to practice any content areas, learning standards
and indicators. On the other hand, the curriculum of Japan is set the target to class annual layers,
phase levels and mixed of both; 4) The aspect of contents: Both the curricula of Thailand and
Japan are defined details of the contents. The curriculum of Japan is inserted activities for
students’ learning happily in all most courses, and set the periods in the classroom timetable for
students’ learning integration courses; 5) The aspect of study time structures: The curriculum of
Japan is set study time about 45 minutes a period while the one of Thailand is defined about 1
hour a period by spending more time in each annual level than the Japanese one; 6) The aspect of
learning manageiﬁent: Both of the curricula are set the same guidelines for learning activities, but
the curriculum of Thailand is directed the above activitics more clearly and covering than the
Japanese one; and 7) The aspect of evaluation and measurement: Both of them are the same or
relevant to each other as the evaluation documents, but there are different in content areas and the
method evaluation, source documents, and evaluation forms.
