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His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn Phra Vajiraklaochaoyuhua, Rama X, has bestowed exceedingly
abundant Royal Benevolence upon the community of Chiang Mai Rajabhat University in the field of education for
over 40 years. This enduring support is guided by His Majesty’s royal initiatives, which aim to elevate the quality of
education and foster local development across all Rajabhat Universities nationwide. These initiatives are rooted in
the recognition of the unique role of Rajabhat Universities as institutions established for their respective local
communities, with a broad geographical distribution serving designated areas of responsibility. A primary objective
is to position Rajabhat Universities as the cornerstone of teacher production in Thailand, culminating in the 20-Year
Rajabhat University Strategic Plan for Local Development (2017-2036). Through this plan, Rajabhat Universities
contribute to national stability by promoting local development, producing and developing teachers, enhancing
educational quality, and advancing administrative management systems.
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Chiang Mai Rajabhat University has diligently implemented His Majesty’s royal initiatives in education,
adhering to them as fundamental principles.

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His Majesty’s care and profound concern for the Thai people, particularly in the field of education, is clearly
reflected in the royal advice bestowed upon educators, especially teachers, who play a crucial role in developing
students—future pillars of the nation. “..The work of a teacher is truly creative, as it involves laying the foundation
of knowledge, virtue, and capability in all aspects for students, enabling them to become virtuous individuals, secure
in their professions, and beneficial to society. For this reason, a teacher’s duty is both demanding and an act of pure
creation. A teacher, therefore, must carry out their responsibilities with unwavering dedication, perseverance,
patience, and utmost compassion. Moreover, they must strictly uphold discipline in their conduct, refraining from

yielding to inappropriate desires that are unbecoming of their status and the honor of the teaching profession..”
(His Majesty King Vajiralongkorn graciously granted an audience to the committees of the Teachers’ Council of Thailand,
the Professional Standards Committee, and the Foundation for Assisting Teachers in Distress under Royal Patronage,
to present senior teachers of the year 2011 for an audience. On this occasion, senior teachers received royal decorations
and financial assistance at Dusidalai Hall, Chitralada Villa, Dusit Palace, on March 13, 2012.)
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In addition to His Majesty’s graciousness in granting royal advice as a guideline for the conduct of work to
educational personnel, His Majesty also has compassion and concern for the youth who are good at studying and
well-behaved but lack financial resources throughout the country. His Majesty initiated the establishment of the
scholarship project under the royal initiative of His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun
to provide educational opportunities. His Majesty has graciously granted degrees to graduates from Rajabhat
Universities throughout the country for a long period of 46 years, with details as follows:
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The Royal Scholarship Program of His Royal Highness Crown
Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn (M.T.S.)
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The Royal Scholarship Program of His Royal Highness Crown Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn from the Royal
Scholarship Foundation of His Royal Highness Crown Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn is a great kindness for students
of Chiang Mai Rajabhat University who have the opportunity to study at a higher level and benefit the country upon
graduation.
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The project was established from the royal initiative of His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn Phra
Vajiraklaochaoyuhua when he was Crown Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun. He graciously
granted the idea to implement the Crown Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun Scholarship
Project in 2009. His Majesty allowed the use of his personal funds and money donated for royal charity to maximize
benefits by granting scholarships to create opportunities for young people with good academic performance and
good behavior to have the opportunity to continue their education from high school level in both general and
vocational streams until they graduate with a bachelor’s degree or equivalent. Later in 2010, His Majesty initiated
the establishment of the “Crown Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun Scholarship Foundation”,
with him as the chairman of the board and bringing the scholarship project under the foundation to ensure stability
and sustainability of operations.
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In the initial phase of the scholarship project, students who meet the criteria and conditions were selected
to receive the royal scholarship every year to continue their studies from high school to bachelor’s degree level. This
is an unconditional royal scholarship. The criteria for selection is to select 6 students from every province with good
academic performance and good behavior, 1 male and 1 female. The selection process consists of a provincial
committee chaired by the governor of the province. There is a process of going to the area to examine empirical data
and submitting the names of students for consideration by the subcommittee for driving the work of M.T.S. and the
M.T.S. committee to consider approving the names of the scholarship recipients.
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In 2017, the guidelines for the operation of the M.T.S. royal scholarship project were improved to be more
efficient and effective. It was determined to sign a contract for receiving the royal scholarship, train and develop the
potential of scholarship students continuously throughout the scholarship period with a curriculum appropriate for
their age. The goal is to develop scholarship students to be leaders of change in various aspects and have a stable
career. In addition, the target group of scholarship students from the Education Fund project will be increased, which
must undergo final screening training with the same criteria as the general target group selected from each province
as before. The aforementioned approach was used in the selection and selection of scholarship students, 9th batch,
academic year 2017 onwards, with the following objectives and training to develop potential:

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Objectives of the scholarship project

1) To promote and support Thai children and youth who are good at studying, behave well, and have morality
by granting scholarships at the upper secondary level to those who graduate from Mathayom 3 to have the opportunity
to continue their studies at the upper secondary level, both general and vocational, and continue their studies until
completing a bachelor’s degree or equivalent in fields that the country needs, fields that are in short supply, fields
related to security, and to enter a stable career, including granting scholarships on a case-by-case basis as the M. T.S
committee deems appropriate.

2) To foster a correct and good attitude towards the monarchy and the country, foster discipline, and develop
learning potential to become continuous learners, have life skills, and vocational skills, which will help create a solid
and strong foundation for Thai children and youth who receive royal scholarships as scholarship students of His
Majesty the King, so that they can grow up to be good people with quality, bring back their knowledge to work to
develop their local communities, have stable careers, and be citizens who benefit the country.

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Continual training and potential development in accordance with the scholarship
contract

The scholarship project has provided a continuous training and potential development course, which is in
accordance with the royal scholarship contract. Scholarship students must attend training throughout the scholarship
period, according to the curriculum that the scholarship project has prepared for each level appropriately according
to their age range, from receiving the scholarship at the upper secondary level until completing a bachelor’s degree
or equivalent. The frequency of training and potential development will be as determined by the scholarship project,
which began with the 9th batch of M. T.S. scholarship students in the 2017 academic year onwards. The curriculum
for training and potential development is prepared appropriately according to their age range, covering 3 main areas:

1) Fostering Positive Perspectives and Building a Strong Life Foundation

The objective is to cultivate awareness, understanding, appreciation, and protection of the monarchy and
the nation while instilling discipline, responsibility, good citizenship, morality, honesty, and a commitment to public
service. This is achieved through training programs that promote awareness and understanding of royal initiatives,
practical application of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, and study visits to key learning centers. Additionally,
the program includes training and study tours on the Sufficiency Economy curriculum at the 904 Volunteer School
Training Center (Bang Khen) and discipline and unity training at Chulachomklao Royal Military Academy.

2) Enhancing Learning Skills and Academic Potential

This initiative aims to strengthen academic readiness, develop analytical thinking, and prepare students
for higher education in fields essential to national development, including high-demand disciplines, agriculture,
and security. Activities include academic guidance, tutoring in core subjects, and fostering logical reasoning, synthesis,
and critical thinking skills. Additionally, participants are given opportunities to explore their interests and capabilities
through study visits to leading educational institutions specializing in various fields.

3) Developing Professional and Life Skills

The goal is to provide hands-on learning experiences that prepare individuals for real-world challenges
by integrating work-based training with personal development. This includes volunteer work at hospitals, disability
and elderly care centers, and workplace-based learning to gain professional experience. Study tours, internships,
and exposure to key institutions and learning centers further broaden perspectives, foster creativity, and inspire
future aspirations.

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In addition to the scholarship students of M.T.S. from the 4th generation onwards will receive training and
develop potential appropriate for their age According to the scholarship contract, which covers 3 main areas, students
will also receive follow-up, care and development in other areas, including academics and potential development in
various areas, with activities to develop skills and enhance learning potential continuously, such as study tours to
explore aptitude, studying for a bachelor’s degree at a leading educational institution, learning and practicing in a
government hospital, and arranging for work practice during school breaks in both government and private sectors.
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Since 2009 to the present, academic year 2024, there have been 16 batches of students selected and received
royal scholarships. They are divided into 13 batches of students who received scholarships and continued their studies
atthe bachelor’s degree level at Chiang Mai Rajabhat University from 2016-2024, totaling 35 students. The scholarship
recipients are grateful and appreciative of His Majesty’s kindness and have made a commitment to conduct themselves
to create benefits for society and the country to the best of their ability after graduation, as follows:
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“Learning well, gaining wisdom, working with excellence, building a bright future, serving the nation, and
living with happiness”” these are the words of His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun to
the students of the Royal Scholarship of M.T.S. This scholarship represents more than just education; it is a profound
opportunity that has transformed my life and well-being.

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The Royal Degree Conferral Ceremony for graduates of teacher colleges, Rajabhat Institutes, and Rajabhat
Universities offering bachelor’s degrees has been held since the academic year 1975. The first such ceremony took
place on June 8, 1978, at Suan Amporn, where His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej graciously appointed His
Royal Highness Crown Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn to attend on his behalf and present the degrees to graduates, a
practice which continued until the 2015 academic year.
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After His Royal Highness became King Rama X, His Majesty King Vajiralongkorn continued to preside over
the Royal Degree Conferral Ceremony for Rajabhat Universities. The ceremonies have been organized separately in
four regions, as detailed by Dr. Sawang Phuphatwibul (2019):

o Northern Region: At Chiang Mai University in 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007; at Phibulsongkram Rajabhat

University in 2011; and at Chiang Mai Rajabhat University from 2008 until the present.

» Southern Region: At Songkhla Rajabhat University in 2003, 2006, 2008, 2009, 2010; at Yala Rajabhat University
in 2004, 2005, 2007; and at Surat Thani Rajabhat University from 2011 until the present.
o Northeastern Region: At Sakon Nakhon Rajabhat University in 2003, 2004, 2007, until the present; and at

Ubon Ratchathani Rajabhat University in 2005, 2006.

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In addition to the degree conferral ceremonies, the royal addresses to graduates often included valuable
guidance, suggestions, or teachings relevant to their lives, regardless of the era. An example of such a royal address
is:

“..Graduates should clearly understand that the knowledge gained from university is merely the foundation
for each individual to further develop their intellect and abilities. Therefore, your education should never stop; it
must continue throughout your life, for knowledge is constantly evolving. If we stop learning while others progress,
we will fall behind. Continuing education after graduation is not difficult, as there are many sources of knowledge
available—through books, experienced individuals, and various communication tools. I urge you to keep developing

yourselves, both academically, in terms of skills and experience, and in terms of virtue and goodness..”
This royal address was delivered by His Royal Highness Crown Prince Maha Vajiralongkorn (then Crown Prince)
during the Royal Degree Conferral Ceremony for graduates of teacher colleges at the new building,
Suan Amporn, on Wednesday, November 1, 1989 (afternoon session).
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The Royal Degree Conferral Ceremony has been held from 1978 to 2024, totaling 100 times. King
Vajiralongkorn has graciously presided over the ceremony 85 times, with 2,314,827 graduates receiving their degrees.
Additionally, 37,000 graduates received their degrees from Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn
on two occasions, while 107,934 graduates received their degrees from Her Royal Highness Princess Bajrakitiyabha
Mahidol on four occasions. The ceremony has also been attended by the Prime Minister and other officials.
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To honor the contributions and dedication of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej and His Majesty King
Vajiralongkorn in the field of education, particularly their generosity through scholarships like the Crown Prince’s
Scholarship Program (M.T.S.), and the long-standing tradition of degree conferrals at Chiang Mai Rajabhat University,
the university continues to express its gratitude. This enduring legacy is a source of pride and inspiration for the
administration, faculty, staff, and students of Chiang Mai Rajabhat University, and the institution will continue to
uphold this legacy in the future.
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About 130 years ago, Kong Hae Temple was established in a mountainous forest ecosystem. According to
records, Kong Hae Temple was officially recognized in 1895 (B.E. 2438), indicating that a community must have
existed in this mountainous area before the temple’s establishment.

Local villagers tell the legend of King Wilangka, explaining that “Kong Hae” derives from “Klong Hae” (parade
drums). Originally, “Klong Hae” referred to the drums used in the funeral procession of King Wilangka, ruler of
Ramingk Nakorn (Chiang Mai), who fell in love with Queen Chamadevi (A.D. 663-751) of Hariphunchai City. Based
on this legend, the temple dates back to ancient times and is connected to the Lawa ethnic group.

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The settlement of Kong Hae Village may have resulted from people fleeing warfare in Chiang Mai, or from
migrants seeking agricultural land who eventually established permanent residences. As more people relocated there,
Kong Hae Village became a relatively clustered community (Cluster) isolated from other villages. Today; it is located
in Village No. 4, Kong Hae Village, Pong Yaeng Sub-district, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province.

Before 1957, Kong Hae villagers lived in a subsistence production system, producing just enough for their
own needs with nothing left to sell. This was due to lack of convenient transportation and distance from markets.
Contact with the city required footpaths or ox-drawn transport for goods. Shifting cultivation was a major cause of
forest encroachment, burning, and destruction of the forest ecosystem, resulting in drought, harsh conditions, and
water shortages during years of low rainfall.

The hardship of the people and its role in causing natural resource destruction came to the attention of His
Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun. In response, His Majesty granted 1,350 rai of his
personal land in the Kong Hae Village forest ecosystem to the villagers for their livelihood and for the study and
conservation of forest resources on December 21, 2001.

Later, on April 3, 2006, His Majesty named the project “Kaset Wichaya” (pronounced ka-set-wit-cha-ya),
meaning “Agricultural Sage” or “Master of Agriculture”

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1. Highland Agricultural Learning Demonstration Center

This demonstration center receives integrated assistance from central agencies under the Ministry of Agriculture
and Cooperatives and support from the Royal Project to serve as an example of comprehensive, advanced, and sustainable
agricultural development.

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2. The Community Food Bank area

The 123-rai Community Food Bank area responds to the concept of growing three types of forest plants for
four benefits. The forest ecosystem of the food bank involves planting edible plants, plants for use, and plants for
sale. These are categorized as three types of plants: underground stems, shrubs, and dominant canopy trees. Besides
the three benefits mentioned, these plants provide a fourth benefit: soil and water conservation, or conservation of
natural resources and the environment.

The Community Food Bank area contains approximately 123 species of food plants, sources, animal breeds,
herbs, utility trees, economic trees, and medicines. This includes 70 edible plant species, 43 utility plant species, 10
economic tree species, and approximately 133,600 perennial trees. 148 Kong Hae families benefit from this area,
comprising 450 people.

The Community Food Bank area is maintained and supported by the Agricultural Land Reform Office. This
area exemplifies how people can live with forests and utilize forest resources in a mutually dependent relationship.

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3. The forest area

The forest area of 1,062 rai, accounting for 79% of the total area, is under the responsibility of the Royal Forest
Department. It is a mountainous forest ecosystem at an elevation of 1,000-1,300 meters above sea level. This area
was once abundant but was encroached upon by the community for shifting cultivation, negatively impacting natural
resources and the environment. The Royal Forest Department has therefore developed the degraded forest into a
natural, abundant forest by maintaining the forest, promoting tree planting, and creating learning points about forest
resource conservation. Additionally, to enable people to live with the forest and benefit from it, the department
promotes planting economic crops under the forest canopy, such as coffee or shade-loving plants, to create forests
that generate income.

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4. Agricultural Land Allocation

A total area of 95 rai has been allocated to 58 local farmers. The following activities have been implemented
in this area:

o Agricultural learning and extension centers

« Land development to enhance suitability for crop cultivation

o Promotion of biological agents to reduce chemical use in agriculture and produce safe crops

« Support for accounting practices and cooperative development

o Development of the Ban Kong Hae Limited Cooperative

o Model farmers demonstrating enhanced production efficiency

The agricultural allocation area has received support and promotion from various departments within the
Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives, as previously mentioned in the Highland Agricultural Demonstration
and Learning Center section. This includes assistance from the Royal Project, which provides comprehensive
sustainable agricultural support to villagers—covering everything from production systems to marketing channels.

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From studying the Kaset Wichaya Project area through observation and interviews with Kong Hae villagers
about this project:

The study found that villagers are satisfied with the project because it has provided them with their own
agricultural land instead of encroaching on forests for shifting cultivation without proper documentation. Even
though they received small plots, the benefits have been substantial. Beyond improved economic outcomes, they
have also benefited from water resource development, soil improvement, maintenance, new profitable plant
propagation aligned with market demands, and government agencies that not only promote and develop but also
help villagers with marketing their products.

Regarding health and environmental conservation, they are satisfied with safe agricultural practices that
reduce chemical use such as pesticides and chemical fertilizers, which are expensive. By using organic fertilizers
instead, they reduce production costs and increase income. Additionally, this has improved their health by reducing
chemical exposure, while the improved water management system allows villagers to grow crops on a rotating basis
for year-round income.

All villagers express their gratitude to His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn Bodindradebayavarangkun
for granting them agricultural land and assigning the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives, with the Land
Development Department as the lead agency coordinating with other government departments, to develop the land
for the Kaset Wichaya Project. This follows in the footsteps of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great,
who granted the King’s Philosophy to develop wellbeing, sustainability for Thai people, the world, and the biosphere.
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The Thai monarchy, whether in the absolute monarchy system of the past or in the current democratic system
where the King serves as Head of State, continues to embody the Ten Royal Virtues and the principles of Righteous
Kingship. The monarch’s role remains unchanged regardless of political status: to be the spiritual center and heart
of the nation. Whenever the people face suffering, hardship, or destitution, His Majesty provides assistance and
alleviates these difficulties. This article, “Divine Gift: The Huai Mae Om Long Reservoir in the Valley Amidst the
People’s Hardship,” represents just one example among many of the Thai monarchy’s enduring role.

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Background

Ban Bo Sali, Village No. 6, is one of ten villages in Bo Sali Sub-district, which includes: Village No. 1 Ban Mae
Tho, Village No. 2 Ban Mae Om Long, Village No. 3 Ban Mae Waen, Village No. 4 Ban Kong Loi, Village No. 5 Ban
Thung, Village No. 6 Ban Bo Sali, Village No. 7 Ban Kong Pa, Village No. 8 Ban Mai Thung Son, Village No. 9 Ban
Mae Tho Luang, and Village No. 10 Ban Dok Daeng. The population across these 10 villages consists of Karen,
Hmong, and Lawa ethnic groups, as well as Thai people. Some villages have historical evidence documented in the
book “*Mangthra’s Battle for Chiang Mai*,” which describes how King Mangthra of Burma conquered Chiang Mai
and relocated its residents through Hot, Nam Bo Luang, Ban Bo Sali, and Ban Kong Loi to the Salween River basin
in Burma approximately 400 years ago.
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The topography of Bo Sali Sub-district significantly affects the livelihood of Ban Bo Sali Village No. 6 residents.
This is because the northwestern terrain, where Village No. 1 Ban Mae Tho, Village No. 2 Ban Mae Om Long, and
other villages are located, consists of high mountains and forests that serve as the source of several streams, including
Huai Mae Tho, Huai Mae Om Long, Huai Mae Dok Daeng, and Huai Mae Tian. These streams flow southward to
Ban Bo Sali, which is situated at the lower reaches of Huai Mae Tho and Huai Mae Om Long. Huai Mae Tian and
other streams merge with Huai Mae Om Long and Huai Mae Tho before flowing through Sop Moei District and
into the Salween River.

In the past, ethnic groups shared water through a system of weirs built from local materials, such as bamboo
stakes placed vertically and horizontally across streams to block water flow. This created a backflow that raised water
levels behind the weir, allowing villagers to dig small irrigation channels to direct water to their rice fields. This
construction technique, using natural materials, facilitated water sharing between upstream, midstream, and
downstream villages. The traditional irrigation system represented a culture of compassion and resource sharing
among communities, demonstrating respect for and conservation of natural resources. These practices were guided
by cultural beliefs in supernatural entities such as deities and spirits that transcend all things. This allowed village
communities to coexist while sharing water resources throughout the entire watershed region (Chusit Chuchart,
1995).
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Conflicts between villages and ethnic groups emerged when production systems shifted from subsistence to
market-oriented economies. Following the construction of laterite roads connecting Highway 108 to the villages in
the early post-1977 period, ethnic groups in upstream and midstream areas began cultivating cash crops for sale,
particularly cabbage and tomatoes. The landscape along Road 1270, which branches from Route 108 to Ban Mae
Tho, became dominated by cabbage fields as far as the eye could see, with each mountaintop covered in cabbage
cultivation (author’s direct experience between 1992-1993). The cultivation of market-oriented crops led to increased
water usage and deforestation, triggering conflicts among ethnic groups who used water for cabbage, tomatoes, and
other cash crops. Water scarcity became prevalent in many villages, not only in Ban Bo Sali located downstream
(Arthitaya, Ganjanapan, Chuchart, Yibmantasiri, and Nawarat, 1997).
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Divine Provision: The Mae Om Long Reservoir in the Valley

The water usage problems in the upper Mae Tho and Mae Om Long watersheds for economic crops such as
cabbage and tomatoes during the period 1978-1997 caused significant hardship for villagers living in the middle
and lower reaches of these waterways. This affected both domestic water consumption and agricultural activities,
particularly in Ban Bo Sali, Village No. 6, which is located at the confluence of the Mae Tho and Mae Om Long
streams and heavily dependent on their waters. When negotiations between villages failed to resolve the water
shortage issues, the people of Ban Bo Sali, under the leadership of village headman Mr. Thapakorn Pin-yat, submitted
a petition to Her Majesty Queen Sirikit on February 11, 1998 (Chiang Mai Provincial Office, 2024). His Majesty
King Maha Vajiralongkorn, who at that time held the title of Crown Prince, accompanied the royal visit to Om Koi
District in Chiang Mai Province as part of the “Small Houses in the Big Forest” Project, which marked the beginning
of the Mae Om Long Reservoir construction project aimed at addressing water shortages and preventing flooding.
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In 2002, Her Majesty Queen Sirikit and the then Crown Prince visited the “Small Houses in the Big Forest”
Project in Om Koi District, Chiang Mai Province once again. During this visit, the Crown Prince provided guidance
to Mr. Sahas Bunyawiwat, then Assistant Secretary of the Royal Household, on January 15, 2002, at the Forest
Conservation Project in Om Koi District, Chiang Mai Province. He instructed officials to consider providing water
sources to assist the residents of Ban Bo Sali, as requested by village headman Mr. Thapakorn Pin-yat in his royal
petition (Pid Thong Lang Phra Royal Development Projects Foundation, 2019).
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The construction of the Mae Om Long Reservoir was placed under the responsibility of the Royal Irrigation
Department. The project’s objectives and expected outcomes included providing irrigation for 1,300 rai of agricultural
land in Ban Bo Sali and neighboring villages, as well as supplying water for domestic consumption to 594 households,
thereby improving the quality of life for local residents (Pid Thong Lang Phra Royal Development Projects Foundation,
2019).
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The Mae Om Long Reservoir is a small reservoir with a capacity of 520,000 cubic meters. It measures 8.00
meters wide, 88.25 meters long, and 26.00 meters high, complete with auxiliary structures including a spillway. The
reservoir’s function is to store water in the upper section of the Mae Om Long stream and elevate water levels to
feed into the irrigation system of the Om Long weir located downstream. This includes a concrete-lined canal
extending 3 kilometers in length (Pid Thong Lang Phra Royal Development Projects Foundation, 2019). The project
was successfully completed in the fiscal year 2010.
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A Blissful Life Under the King's Grace

Currently, Ban Bo Salee village has a total population of 926 people, and nearby villages can also use water
from the Mae Om Long reservoir. A small dam with a 9-kilometer water pipeline (6 inches in diameter) delivers
water to the public water tanks and small reservoirs within the village. This follows the “reservoir network” concept
initiated by His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great. The result is abundance in Ban Bo Salee village, even
during the dry season when the deciduous dipterocarp forests on the hills are parched and barren. The village fields
remain lush and water-rich, flourishing with economic crops such as garlic, shallots, cabbage, sweet corn, tomatoes,
and various fruit trees.

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However, villagers have encountered a problem with sand flowing from Mae Om Long stream into the
reservoir, causing it to become shallower each year and reducing its water storage capacity. They have requested
assistance from relevant agencies to help dredge the sand from the Mae Om Long reservoir (Pankaew, 2025).

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Conclusion

who face hardship in remote and rugged areas has improved their lives significantly. However, a good life does not
depend solely on economic factors but must also encompass environmental and social aspects. These elements must
be developed in tandem, supporting one another to achieve sustainability.
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Royal Water Supply Project for Mae Tuen Noi Village
Tambon Mae Tuen, Om Koi District, Chiang Mai Province
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Project Location

Mae Tuen Noi Village, Moo 3, Tambon Mae Tuen, Om Koi District, Chiang Mai Province
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Project Background

Om Koi District in Chiang Mai Province is an extremely remote area far from modern development. Before
1977, it lacked transportation systems, communication infrastructure, and public utilities. The population consists
of Karen, Lahu, and Thai people who lived within a subsistence economy.
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The Karen people possess traditional wisdom in using water for agriculture, creating terraced rice fields and
irrigation systems. The Karen, alongside the Lua people, have pioneered the construction of weirs and irrigation
canals since ancient times.

The most critical water-related issue was the lack of clean drinking water for consumption and cooking due
to inadequate sanitary water supply systems. The Karen used mountain water supply systems, channeling water from
waterfalls or weirs in highland areas through split bamboo pipes to their villages for domestic use, or they collected
water from streams using bamboo containers, as was the practice in Mae Tuen Noi Village. This water was not clean
as it flowed through natural areas, containing pathogens and fine sediment. Later, water storage tanks were constructed
to allow some sedimentation, but these did not eliminate pathogens. While the mountain water supply provided
benefits, it also caused health problems including urinary tract stones and other diseases. Therefore, establishing a
hygienic water supply system became essential.
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Royal Provision of Mountain Water Supply

On January 15, 2003, His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn, who at that time held the title of Crown Prince,
accompanied Her Majesty Queen Sirikit, the Queen Mother, to visit people in Om Koi District, Chiang Mai Province.
Mr. Sahas Bunyavivatana, Assistant Secretary of the Royal Household Bureau, Special Activities Division, reported
on the conditions faced by villagers in Mae Tuen Noi Village, Moo 3, Tambon Mae Tuen, Om Koi District, Chiang
Mai Province at the Forest Conservation Project in Om Koi District. The report highlighted problems with the
mountain water supply system that posed health risks to 86 households.
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His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn issued a royal initiative directing relevant agencies to provide
appropriate assistance to the people of Mae Tuen Noi Village.

Eventually, the village’s existing water supply system was improved by constructing a weir in the stream at
Mae Tuen Noi Village. A water pipeline approximately 3,200 meters long was installed, and reinforced concrete
water storage tanks of various sizes were built in suitable locations to supply water for both agricultural use and
domestic consumption for the villagers of Mae Tuen Noi throughout the year.

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Conclusion from Mae Tuen Noi Villagers

Based on observations and interviews with villagers in the Mae Tuen Noi area, it can be concluded that

Om Koi District in Chiang Mai Province is a remote and difficult-to-access area. Mae Tuen Noi Village is
approximately 80 kilometers from Om Koi town center, making it an extremely remote location that even most
Chiang Mai residents have never visited.
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Despite its remoteness, this area did not escape the royal attention from above, which recognized the hardships
villagers faced in accessing water for consumption—water that was scarce and unhygienic, contaminated with
pathogens. His Majesty thus granted a mountain water supply system built to proper sanitation standards equivalent
to urban water supply systems.
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The villagers’ hardship of carrying water in bamboo containers from Mae Tuen River, located far from the
village, and using unfiltered, non-disinfected mountain water has now ended. Villagers now enjoy greater comfort
and improved health compared to their previous water usage methods.
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All villagers deeply appreciate the royal kindness, noting that “the heavens, though high and distant, still
see the suffering of people on earth, where few would venture.”
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“Mae Tuen is truly a remote land at the edge of the world, yet the heavens still extend their far-reaching
gaze and helping hand to assist the impoverished people.” This is the conclusion from the villagers.

The main population consists of ethnic Pwo Karen and Pga K’nyau (Sgaw Karen). Most residents work in agriculture,
growing longan, mango, shallots, peanuts, and chili peppers, raising cattle, and working as general laborers. The
history of Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai began approximately 90-100 years ago when villagers living at the headwaters
of Huay Muang or in mountain areas faced difficulties with travel, livelihood, and communication with outside
agencies. About 3 to 5 households moved to establish themselves in the current location of Ban Huay Muang Fang
Sai at the foot of the mountains. Initially, Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai, Ban Huay Pup, Ban Huay Som, and Ban Huay
Saphaet were under the responsibility of a single village headman, making communication difficult due to poor
transportation infrastructure. As the communities expanded and each village’s population grew, Ban Huay Muang
Fang Sai now has approximately 1,000 people from 270 households. The current village headman is Mr. Jaran
Wongthiboonta. The village is situated in a permanent forest area. Most villagers have usage rights to the land but
no formal ownership documents, while some areas have been granted Nor Sor 3 Kor documents (green title deeds),
which certify land use with clear cadastral maps and aerial photographs. The village previously experienced severe
drought, lacking water for agriculture and consumption, and had insufficient electricity supply.

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Royal Initiative Projects

The Royal Initiative Projects in Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai focus on water resource development. One key
project is the Upper Huay Muang Reservoir earth dam improvement. This reservoir was built in 1984 to alleviate
water shortages, enabling villagers to sustainably use water for agriculture and consumption. The reservoir has a
capacity of 170,000 cubic meters, collecting water from various streams flowing down from the mountains and
diverting it to Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai and neighboring villages. On January 17, 2003, Her Majesty Queen Sirikit,
the Queen Mother, accompanied by His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn, who at that time held the title of Crown
Prince, visited the people of Ban Huay Saphaet, Moo 9. They then proceeded to the Upper Huay Muang Reservoir
in Moo 6, Tambon Mae Soi, Chom Thong District, where they released fish and listened to the villagers’ concerns.
On this occasion, a member of the Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai Subdistrict Administrative Organization requested
royal assistance to dredge the Upper Huay Muang Reservoir to increase its capacity for water storage during the dry
season and to expand the electricity network for agricultural purposes. His Majesty instructed relevant agencies to
consider and implement assistance measures for the villagers. The government agencies involved decided to raise
the spillway by approximately 1 meter and improve the earth dam and associated structures to increase the reservoir’s
capacity. These improvements enhanced the water storage efficiency of the Upper Huay Muang Reservoir, providing
more water for local residents. The water management system is overseen by a village committee that sets clear
schedules for opening and closing water flow according to members’ needs, collecting annual fees for maintenance

and management.
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In 2020, villagers from Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai submitted a petition to His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn
during his visit to Chiang Mai Province, requesting assistance with water resource development for agricultural
areas. Following this petition, relevant agencies, including the Huai Hong Khrai Royal Development Study Centre,
the Royal Irrigation Department, and the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives, conducted field inspections
and implemented water resource development projects to address the villagers’ issues. This led to the “Electric Power
Water for Agriculture” project under the comprehensive development of the Ping River sub-basin Royal Initiative
in Chiang Mai Province. This project involves installing an electric pumping system to transfer water from the Ping
River to reservoirs in Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai, along with solar power integration. The project is expected to be
completed in May 2025, ensuring sufficient water supply for agricultural areas.

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Current Living Conditions and Future Challenges

Today, the people of Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai enjoy improved living conditions due to Royal Initiative
Projects and development by relevant agencies. Villagers have stable income from better agricultural yields, thanks
to water sources that serve as lifelines for the community and agriculture, reducing drought problems compared to
when they had to rely solely on rainfall and seasonal streams from the Huay Muang headwaters.

Additionally, Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai residents participate in the Arts and Crafts Foundation projects,
including wood carving and ethnic textile weaving to generate supplementary income, with officials purchasing
products directly from the community. The quality of life in Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai has improved across multiple

dimensions:



o Education: Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai School offers education from kindergarten through elementary

levels

o Healthcare: A Sub-District Health Promotion Hospital provides health services to local residents

o Culture and beliefs: Wat Pa Thudong Tham Huay Muang serves as the community’s spiritual center

o Natural resource conservation: Volunteer groups create firebreaks to reduce forest fire problems

Since Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai is part of the comprehensive Ping River sub-basin development project
under Royal Initiative in Chom Thong, Hot, and Ban Hong districts in Chiang Mai and Lamphun provinces, volunteers
from various villages in the project area participate in annual firebreak creation activities.

The Royal Initiative Projects in Ban Huay Muang Fang Sai have significantly increased productivity and
reduced poverty in the area. However, villagers still need additional development, such as dredging the silted Upper
Huay Muang Reservoir, expanding the agricultural electricity system, and promoting supplementary occupations
to increase income, including frog and egg-laying chicken farming.

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“The ‘We Do Good Deeds with Our Hearts’ Volunteer Project” is a project graciously initiated by His Majesty
King Maha Vajiralongkorn, who commanded the Royal 904 units to jointly organize the Royal Volunteer Project
according to the Royal Initiative, to honor and express gratitude for the boundless royal kindness of His Majesty
King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great and Her Majesty Queen Sirikit, The Queen Mother, who performed countless
royal duties for the benefit and happiness of the people. This project aims to foster unity and happiness among the
people and sustainable national security, with the Royal 904 units supervising operations in conjunction with external
agencies, both public and private. The Royal Volunteer Project Headquarters has been established to control, direct,
and coordinate activities to ensure that the royal volunteer activities follow the Royal Initiative continuously, correctly,
and in a manner befitting royal honor.
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The “We Do Good Deeds with Our Hearts” volunteers refer to people from all walks of life, both in Thailand
and abroad, who voluntarily help others, sacrificing their time, physical strength, spirit, and wisdom to work for
public benefit without expecting any compensation.

Disaster Relief Volunteers: To monitor, check, warn, and prepare for disasters, both natural and from
other causes, to help alleviate suffering from disasters such as floods, storms, and fires. A significant historical event
that remains etched in the memory of Thai people was when His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn opened
applications for the “Special Volunteer Project for the Royal Cremation Ceremony.” His Majesty, recognizing the
boundless royal kindness of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great and acknowledging the power of love,
faith, and loyalty from all Thai people, graciously allowed people from all sectors to participate in paying their final
respects during the Royal Cremation Ceremony in October 2017. This united the love and goodwill of all Thai people
in honor of His Majesty King Bhumibol before his ascension to heaven. Thai people from across the country and
those living abroad applied to be special volunteers to work according to their abilities and willingness during
September 1-30, 2017, totaling 4,006,825 people, who served as special volunteers during the Royal Cremation
Ceremony with dignity and in accordance with royal tradition.
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3. Special Occasion Volunteers: To serve during royal ceremonies or royal visits on various occasions, to
assist or facilitate people attending the events, as well as preparing venues and restoring them after royal ceremonies
and royal visits to ensure everything proceeds smoothly. An event that captured global attention was the rescue
operation of the 13 young Wild Boars team members trapped in Tham Luang-Khun Nam Nang Non Cave in Chiang
Rai Province. During that operation, “Do Good Deeds With Our Hearts” volunteers played a full role in providing
assistance. His Majesty King Maha Vajiralongkorn established a royal kitchen to provide food and beverages to
volunteers and officials to ensure the success and safety of the mission. When the rescue operation succeeded, over
4,000 volunteers, mostly local residents, helped clean up the “Big Cleaning Day at Tham Luang” to restore the
completeness of Tham Luang-Khun Nam Nang Non Forest Park.

Chiang Mai Rajabhat University has continuously implemented the “We Do Good Deeds with Our Hearts
Volunteer Project” as follows:
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On March 21, 2018, more than 50 administrators, staff, and students of Chiang Mai Rajabhat University
participated in the Royal Volunteer Unit and Citizen Volunteer Project to develop the Mae Kha Canal and its
tributaries to become clear and clean.

This was done to improve and develop public utilities for the maximum benefit of people living
on both sides of the canal.
